(Controlled Waste) Regulations 2004

The Licence Holder shall maintain a wire stock fence around the perimeter of liquid
waste treatment lagoons.

The Licence Holder shall ensure that any entrance to the liquid waste treatment
lagoons is securely locked when the liquid waste treatment lagoons are unattended.

The Licence Holder shall discharge liquid waste to the anaerobic lagoons via a
subsurface pipe.

The Licence Holder shall maintain the pH in the anaerobic lagoon between 6.5 and 8.5.

The Licence Holder shall maintain trapped overflows between the lagoons to prevent
the carry-over of surface floating material to subsequent lagoons.

The Licence Holder shall maintain a minimum 300 millimetres of freeboard in all of the
lagoons within the Premises.

The Licence Holder shall manage the lagoons to minimise floating debris and prevent
vegetation (emergent or otherwise) from growing in the lagoon wastewaters or on the
lagoon embankments.

The Licence Holder shall direct uncontaminated stormwater run-off, such as water from
hardstand and site drainage, away from the lagoons and peripheral areas into
dedicated stormwater drains.

The Licence Holder shall maintain a monitoring bore, designated W1, at the
approximate location depicted in Schedule 1, to allow representative water samples to
be collected.

The Licence Holder shall record the cumulative monthly volume and type of
wastewater discharged to the liquid waste treatment lagoons.

The Licence Holder shall, at the frequencies stated in Table 1, take and have analysed
representative water samples from the monitoring sites stated in Table 1 for the
parameters specified in Table 1.

Table 1: Water monitoring

Monitoring site Sampling frequency Parameters to be measured?
Bore W1 Biannually (April — May pH, Nitrate-nitrogen, Total Nitrogen, Phosphorus
and Sept — Oct) and Total Dissolved Solids.

(near outlet) and Sept — Oct) Solids, 5-day Biochemical Oxygen Demand and
Thermotolerant Coliforms.

Note 1: With the exception of pH and thermotolerant coliforms, all measurements are to be reported in mg/L.

The Licence Holder shall measure the Standing Water Level (in metres below ground
level) in monitoring bore W1, biannually, and provide the results in the environmental
monitoring report.

The Licence Holder shall collect all water samples in accordance with Australian
Standard 5667.

The Licence Holder shall submit all water samples to a laboratory with current NATA
registration for the analyses specified.

Records and reporting

The licence holder must record the following information in relation to complaints
received by the licence holder (whether received directly from a complainant or
forwarded to them by the Department or another party) about any alleged emissions
from the premises:

(a) the name and contact details of the complainant, (if provided);
(b) the time and date of the complaint;

(c) the complete details of the complaint and any other concerns or other issues
raised; and

(d) the complete details and dates of any action taken by the licence holder to
investigate or respond to any complaint.

The licence holder must:

(@) undertake an audit of their compliance with the conditions of this licence during
the preceding annual period, and

(b) prepare and submit to the CEO an Annual Audit Compliance Report in the
approved form by 31 March each year.

The licence holder must:

(a) prepare an environmental report that provides information in accordance with
Table 2 for the preceding two annual periods, and

(b)  submit the environmental report to the CEO by 31 March 2025 and biennially
thereafter.
