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3 Executive summary of proposal and assessment 
 
Kimberley Granite Quarries Pty Ltd propose to construct and operate the Fitzroy South Quarry on 
Mining Tenement M04/450, approximately 35km south-east of Fitzroy Crossing in Western Australia.  
The quarrying process will involve using mobile crushing and screening equipment on track-mounted 
frames to process a maximum of 500,000 tonnes per annum of high strength hard rock (granite) 
aggregate.  Expected throughputs will be around 200,000 tonnes per year.  Quarried materials will be 
suitable for a range of road preparation activities including road base construction through to stone for 
final road sealing. 
 
Activities at the Fitzroy South Quarry will occur on a campaign basis, predominantly during the dry 
season for around eight months of the year.  Quarry workers will be accommodated off site, possibly 
at a range of local communities located on GoGo Station or in the town of Fitzroy Crossing. 
 
The closest residence to M04/450 is Joy Springs Community which is located approximately 13km to 
the northwest.  The nearest Public Drinking Water Area is located at Fitzroy Crossing approximately 
35km to the northwest. 
 
A Run-Of-Mine stockpile area will be constructed adjacent to the excavation area in readiness for 
processing.  Quarrying of stone will occur above the water table and no ground water dewatering is 
anticipated.  The hard-rock material extraction will use small scale mining equipment to remove the 
granite from the pit after standard drill and blast techniques.  
 
The sizing and screen plant will ideally produce up to 2,500 tonnes per day on average, taking into 
account availability and utilization of equipment.  Depending on customer’s requirements the site will 
use a jaw crusher followed by smaller cone crushers and screeners to produce various sized fractions 
to reflect requested final specification.  Processed material will be stockpiled at the processing 
laydown area until being loaded onto trucks and transported as required.  The business plan is to 
operate the quarry to service the Great Northern Hwy maintenance, and has an expected life in 
excess of 10 years. 
 
An amendment has been sought by the works approval holder to extend the date of expiry to 19 May 
2019.  The quarry site development was initially targeted at supplying rock and aggregate for the 
following major projects: 
 

 the proposed gas precinct at James Price Point; 

 the development of the recreational fisherman harbour facility in Broome; and 

 supply of road base and sealing material for the Fitzroy River – Great Northern Highway road 
realignment. 
 

Although the above projects are yet to commence development, Kimberley Granite Quarries Pty Ltd 
believe that there will be action within the next three years and therefore wish to extend the expiry 
date of this works approval. There has not been any further assessment of the approval.
